HUDSON BACKPACK PROGRAM

Next weekend, September 25-26, we are kicking off
our 2010-2011 Backpack Program that will lend
support to families struggling economically. Two
Fridays a month backpacks are discreetly sent home
with an elementary school child. The packs contain
breakfast, lunch, snack, and dinner items that will
ensure that a family has food for the weekend. The
program is completely confidential; only the school
counselor or principal knows who receives the

bag. Faith Community is adopting Willow River, which
means that all of the Hudson elementary schools will
be covered for the first time.

Where do we get the food? That's where you can
help. Twice a month, numbered green County Market
food bags will be available, either in the du Jour booth
or in the office. A menu of food items will be in each
bag. We ask that you sign out a bag, fill the menu
items and return the bag the next Sunday. Our
committee will transfer the food to backpacks and
deliver them to the school to be distributed. At some
churches, volunteers take and fill a bag every handout
time, others do it once a month, and some just take a
bag when they have a little extra money. Vouchers for
milk, bread, and eggs are sent home once a month, so
we also welcome monetary donations that will help
defray the cost of these vouchers.
